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2024/2025 Research Grant 

Information for Applicants
The Indigenous Mentorship Network of Ontario (IMN-Ontario) is pleased to provide research grants for Indigenous PhD students, resident physicians, Postdoctoral Fellows, and New Investigators pursuing research in the area of applied community-based Indigenous health and well-being. 
Defining Health and Well-being
IMN-Ontario takes a broad definition of health and well-being. We understand that health and well-being derive from factors impacting the individual, family, community, and environment with historical experiences and contemporary political, social, and economic structures and environments all having a role in shaping health and well-being. If your research topic falls within this definition, it will be eligible for funding.
Research Grants
All research grants are considered for a one-year term. Indigenous PhD students, resident physicians, Postdoctoral fellows, and new investigators are eligible to receive a research grant of up to $5,000 per year.
Eligibility Criteria
In order to qualify for an IMN-Ontario research grant:
1. The applicant must self-identify as an Indigenous PhD student, resident physician, Postdoctoral Fellow or New Investigator. A New Investigator is a scholar within the first 60 months of a faculty appointment;
2. The applicant must be enrolled or must hold a faculty and/or physician appointment at an Ontario university or hospital; and,
3. The applicant must be undertaking research in the area of applied community-based Indigenous health and well-being. 
Other Relevant Application Information
IMN-Ontario provides networking, mentorship and training activities for graduate students, health professional trainees, Postdoctoral fellows, and new investigators supported through our program. Participation in IMN-Ontario training activities is expected of successful applicants. Successful applicants must agree to provide a short biography and a photo for our website at the time of notification of the grant, as well as a progress and financial report at the end of their grant period.
It is the applicant’s responsibility to obtain the required ethics approval for research involving humans from the relevant research ethics review board in their own institutions and within their partner communities and organizations, as applicable. 
For successful applicants, all funds will be held at McMaster University and reimbursed through McMaster University’s expense reimbursement process.

Research Grant: Expense Guidelines
Below are some guidelines to follow when developing a proposal for a research grant. 
Travel Expenses
Eligible Expenses
· Travel and subsistence costs include reasonable out-of-pocket expenses for field work, including informant fees or gifts, archival work and historical research.
· Air travel must be claimed at the lowest rate available, not to exceed full economy fare.
· Child care or babysitting expenses incurred by nursing or single parents while travelling. The eligible cost for a single parent is limited to overnight child care costs incurred while travelling.
· Safety-related expenses for field work, such as protective gear, immunizations, etc. 
Non-Eligible Expenses
· Passport and immigration fees.
Equipment, Computers and Supplies
Eligible Expenses
· Research equipment and supplies.
· Software required for research, i.e., statistical/data analysis software.
Non-Eligible Expenses
· Computers and other hardware.
· Monthly charges for the use of the internet from home.
· Cellular phones.
Dissemination of Research Results
Eligible Expenses
· Costs associated with the circulation of findings, i.e., through traditional media as well as videos, etc.
· Page charges for articles published.
· Costs of preparing a research manuscript for publication.
· Translation costs (payment for translation services must be made by requisition for payment, not paid directly to translator).
· Costs of holding a workshop or seminar, the activities of which relate directly to the funded research (including non-alcoholic refreshments and meal costs).  
Services and Miscellaneous Expenses
Eligible Expenses
· Elder honoraria, and/or expenses related to ceremonial obligations.
· Costs for the purchase of books or periodicals and specialized office supplies.
· Hospitality costs (non-alcoholic refreshments or meals) for research-related activities.
· Costs associated with transcription (payment for transcription services must be made by requisition for payment, not paid directly to transcriber).
Non-Eligible Expenses
· Costs of alcohol.
· Costs of membership in professional associations or scientific societies.
· Costs related to professional training or development, such as computer and language training.
· Monthly parking fees for vehicles, unless specifically required for field work.

Please note: Maximum research grant awarded will be $5,000.00


Application checklist
Please ensure that your application includes all of the following components:
· Completed applicant and program information on form.
· Completed project information section of form, including supervisor contact information (if a trainee applicant). 
· Uploaded summary of proposed research project (maximum 2 pages). Note: to strengthen your application, if you are requesting financial support for one component of your project, i.e., data collection, please ensure that you provide enough detail on that component while also describing the overall project
· Uploaded detailed project budget.
· Uploaded a copy of current CV.
· Uploaded letters of support from each Community Partner.
· Included community/organization name and name of contact person writing letters of support.
· Confirmed that Letter of Reference from a current or former supervisor, peer, or academic mentor sent directly to IMN-Ontario.
· Included name and institutional affiliation of reference on form. 
· Signed the applicant declaration and submitted application via IMN-O website.
